Instructions

1. Using the left cell at each intersection, document which of the pair of elements is most important between the two of them.

2. Using the right cell at each intersection, document how much more important the identified element is based on the scale below:

1: slightly, 2: low moderately, 3: high moderately, 4: significantly

3. Consolidate the comparisons so that each element is given a percentage of importance.

a. Add up all assigned importance weights.

b. Add up the assigned importance weights for each selected element.

4. Convert the cumulative weights assigned to each element to a percentage of the total assigned weight for all elements.
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
